Global Registration which enables automated creation and management of identity and access rights based on business roles; an
Enterprise Service Bus for Data integration and Federated Query; the Intelligence Framework for Investigative Collaboration; and the
Fusion Core Solution for the Operations and Situational Awareness Portal. The Miami-Dade Police Department is using the Microsoft
Fusion Framework to address not only the needs of the business but to also better enable the region to meet its all crimes, all threats, all
hazards mission.

Prioritizing Security Risks Using the Risk Score Manager Tool

The U.S. State Department developed and implemented a Risk Score Manager tool to identify and prioritize security risks in their world-
wide IT environment. Risk Score Manager is a very sophisticated, yet easy to use, tool that has reduced 89% of its measured cyber security
risk in 11 months. The Risk Score Manager tool conforms to the Consensus Audit Guidelines used across the U.S. Government. During this
session, we will dive into the Risk Score Manager and discuss how the project was built using State Department’s existing Microsoft
Infrastructure and completed with no augmented funding.
